WORKSHOPS

WORKSHOP 1
CINEMATOGRAPHY (max 12 participants per  session)

A professional cinematographer takes participants through 
the techniques of Super 16mm film cameras, digital 

cameras and different lighting set-ups.

WORKSHOP 2
ACTING FOR DIRECTORS (max 16 participants per session) 

Participants learn the actor’s craft, how to communicate with  actors 
in their own language to get performances they are looking for and 

techniques that can help with dramatic tension. The course will
